Gradually the idea that formed itself was that after two of the four boys
obtained their degrees, something could be done to help the two younger men.

Not only would it give Gilbert and Jean-Paul
employment, as themselves, but it would supply ordinary Rwandans with their
expertise in computers and services; therefore enhancing their lives too. He and
Joseph have made a business plan (done with skills learnt at university) and in the
next few months we will set up Crowd Funding for the scheme.

Crowdfunding, hints and tips to make the process successful. When it is launched
please 'spread the word' to make the venture a reality in the hope that the boys
will at last be able to support themselves and make their lives, so badly blighted in
their childhoods, success stories that anyone would want to read about and of which
one would feel a part.

Lord Robert Winston, Professor of Fertility Studies at Imperial College, London
University, is a world-renowned and widely respected fertility expert, best known for
his series of award winning BBC programmes which include The Human Body , Secret
Life of Twins and Superhuman . His extensive contributions to clinical medicine include
the development of gynaecological microsurgery, the first human ‘test tube baby’ in
1978 and the first successful experimental fallopian tube and ovarian transplant.

Once, about 1996, I was fortunate to be able to attend, with a
friend, a conference in Prague on Paediatric Medicine.

We neither intended to end up specialising in this field, but felt
it would help our general knowledge about the medicine of
children, (which makes up a great part of general practice).
We were both lucky to be placed next to Prof. Winston, as he
then was, and learned a lot just in conversation with him.
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He had arranged for a piece of paper to be put on each delegate's seat. Casually we
glanced at it and then settled down to a talk by a paediatrician.

Like all the talks in the conference, his ideas were refreshing, and much was said
about the care of children in General Practice, which we found interesting.

As he was finishing he asked us to read the script which had been on
our chairs. It was the (now famous) story of the starfish.

The afternoon has stayed in my mind as one of the highlights of my
work in medicine, and seemed to underline the notion that we
should, even in the mostdifficult cases, 'put the care of our patient
above all other things'

Recent court cases brought this back to mind and I realised how
important it had been to me to see that starfish poem, before it S\
became so widely known. \/

Doctors cannot, and must not, be involved in legal cases concerning financial
arguments. There are plenty of lawyers to do that. The doctor must always, I believe
do his/her best for any individual and not give up.

After all, that is what the Hippocratic Oath is all about.
